Organization is also a key factor, especially for
informative books - those without plot and characters. The order in
which you tell your story or explain your topic and how smoothly it
flows can have a huge impact on the reader's understanding and
enjoyment of the material.

Formatting is the single most overlooked area by authors. The way
in which you describe scenes, display dialogue, and shift point of
view can make or break your story. In addition, excessive
grammatical errors and typos can give your book an amateurish
feel and even put off readers completely.

Marketability refers to how effectively you wrote your book for your
target audience. Authors may include content that is above or
below the understanding of their target reader, or include concepts,
opinions or language that can accidentally confuse or alienate some
readers. Although by its nature this rating is very subjective, a very
low rating here and poor reviews may indicate an issue with your
book in this area.

The overall starred rating takes into account all these elements and
describes the overall reading experience of your reviewer. This is
the official Readers' Favorite review rating for your book.

The Imposter: A Norfolk Romance by Chris Shaw opens with a short
chapter describing the gruesome life of a First World War sniper,
but quickly moves on to the start of the Norfolk romance mentioned
in the title. It is Saturday night and Frank Matthews is at a dance in
the local village hall when he notices the most beautiful girl he has
ever seen entering. Having no idea how to approach such a beauty,
he is astounded when the girl in question strolls right up and asks
to join him. So commences a whirlwind romance which, against the
backdrop of the early days of WW1, culminates in their marriage.
But their married bliss is sadly interrupted when Frank enlists and
goes off to serve his country. His talent as a marksman is spotted
early, so he spends the rest of the war serving as a sniper, an
extremely dangerous duty and one which brings so much danger,
horror and pressure that his sanity slowly leeches away into the
mud and the blood of the trenches. His luck runs out when a shell
explodes close enough to him to cause a good deal of physical
damage and he wakes screaming in a front-line medical unit. It is a
hard road back to normality but can he put the horrors he has
witnessed behind him? Can he win back the love of his life - can he
even hope to regain some sort of mental equilibrium? As simple
agricultural work and the beautiful North Norfolk countryside begin
to soothe him, a small germ of belief begins to grow.
